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1921 was an excellent vintage for the best wines of Saint-Emilion, and especially for Chateau
Cheval Blanc.

The great heat during the harvest concentrated sugars in the grapes, allowing to vinify a
wine of remarkable complexity.

TEMPERATURES AND RAINFALL

1921 is remembered for the scorching heat that enveloped the Bordeaux region during the month of
September.

RIPENING AND YIELDS

The harvest took place from September 19 to October 5 at very high temperatures.
